2008 SiOC Lifetime Achievement Award – Nomination Guidelines
Lifetime Achievement Award Criteria:

1. There is no charge to nominate a candidate for this SiOC Award.
2. As of December 31, 2007, nominee must have more than 10 years experience in the field (for State or other) and have made a long-term contribution as a State Information Officer, or in an equivalent classification (Research Writer, Editor, AGPA, etc.) 

3. Nominee may be currently working in, or retired from, State service. 

4. Nominee must have a demonstrated track record as a State public affairs professional (in any equivalent classification). 

5. Nominations for the 2008 SiOC Lifetime Achievement Award should consist of a one-page summary (maximum) and be typewritten.

6. The nomination must contain a paragraph explaining why the nominee should receive the award.  The paragraph should state how the nominee has taken his or her work to a superior level, influenced others in State government communications, or led his or her office to a standard of performance that could be a model for others.
7. The nominee is not required to belong to SiOC, but membership may be used to break a tie vote between a member and non-member. 
8. The nomination must list some of the nominee’s accomplishments. Extra credit may be given for volunteer work. 

9. Challenges overcome by nominee to achieve superior performance must be listed and explained.
